**The following special conditions apply for the Free-For-All Races 

1. To be raced in Elimination dashes. Not to exceed 6 horses per dash. The top 6 horses will go to the Final. 

2. Post Positions for all Elimination dashes and the Final will be determined by Draw. 

3. Purse will not be distributed if the race is canceled for any reason. 

4. The purse distribution for all Elimination dashes and the Final will be determined by the Race Secretary. 

CONDITIONS:   All races will be overnight events and horses will be accepted up to declaration time. In race 1,2,5 and 

6, if class requires division, horses will be classified by age- specifically making every effort to keep the young horses 

racing together. 

There will be an entrance fee of $20.00 Per Horse/Per race and no deduction in any race. 

Rights are reserved by the Race Secretary to reject any entry, to declare off due to bad weather, to change program 

and race elimination heats or divide the class into two divisions each racing one dash for 50% of the purse in any 

class when more than six horses are declared in to start. Racing is limited to advertised dates.

 Health certificates must be available upon arrival at track. Proof of a 2010 negative CogginsTest 
certificate and Rabies vaccination certificate ( valid within the last 12 months)must be presented.
