2. Inquiry and driver’s objection concerning possible broken equipment and interference to
#1 WILDFIRE BLUE CHIEF (Philip Reid) before the ¥4 mile pole by the race winner #5
MASTERWORK (Dany Darveau); after reviewing the race video and speaking with both
drivers (Mr. Reid stated #5 had come down and hit his front leg; Mr. Darveau stated
that he was in the hole before contact) it was determined that #5 had beared in without
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sufficient clearance causing #1 to break and suffer broken equipment (knee boot); #5
finished first placed fourth (AGCO rule 22.09).

Mr. Darveau was adjudged guilty of violating AGCO rule 22.05.01(a) (bear in causing
interference) and was assessed a three day driving suspension (31 July to 2 August,
inclusive) (Number 2715604).
